¶ We want a church where others know our weaknesses and failures, but they still 
see and believe for the best in us. 

¶ We want a church where we can dance like no one is watching. 

¶ We want a church that is storming the gates of hell. 
 

When I shared that list I said that there are probably several more statements along those 
lines that we could add as we look to God to understand what he wants us to be.  Before I 
even got home I thought of one I wish I would have included in the message. 
 
 

 

¶ We want a church that is known more for what we are for than for what we are against. 
 
Too many people in our culture perceive the church, and therefore sometimes God, as being against them 
instead of for them.  The people we reach out to need to know we are for them ï not against them.  If they 
perceive us to be that group of people who is judging and condemning some aspect of the way they live, then 
their defenses will always be up. We will never be able to reach them with the message of love and fulfillment that 
God wants them to hear.   
 
This is not only true in our relationship to people as a church.  It is also true in our relationship with others.  We 
gravitate toward the people who we know are for us, not the people who always have a critical opinion about us.  
If you want to influence others about God or business, then learn the art of how to communicate genuine concern 
and love for people without judging and condemning the things you donôt appreciate.  That attitude will win them 
and cause them to move in directions which will eventually result in their laying aside the things that are 
displeasing to God. 
 
From what I have seen so far, you are already that kind of people. Iôm grateful to be a part of such a body.
